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Tolling Industry Mourns the Loss of Ed DeLozier,

“The worldwide tolling industry has lost a leader, a mentor, and friend.  Ed DeLozier was a giant in the world of user financed transportation. His warmth, intelligence, tenacity, and wit will be greatly missed,” said IBTTA President Steven Snider, who is general manager and CEO of the Halifax Harbour Bridges, in Halifax, Nova Scotia, Canada.

 

Edward J. DeLozier, executive director of the E-470 Public Highway Authority in Aurora, Colorado, passed away April 21 after suffering a stroke on April 20 in Austin, Texas.  Mr. DeLozier had been attending and speaking at the Organization Management Workshop of the International Bridge, Tunnel and Turnpike Association.  

 

“Ed was a pioneer and forceful leader in the toll industry,” according to Patrick D. Jones, executive director and CEO of IBTTA.  “He mentored me and countless others who found their home in transportation.  He was at his best when he was helping others to be their best.”

 

DeLozier was a member of the board of directors of IBTTA and held the office of first vice president.  He would have served as president, the association’s chief elected officer, in 2011. He worked his way up in the industry, having started his career as a toll collector on the New Jersey Turnpike.  Along the way, DeLozier earned bachelor’s and master’s degrees and a law degree.  In addition to his work with IBTTA, DeLozier also served as a board member and chairman of the OmniAir Consortium, a spinoff of IBTTA that is the leading advocate for the national deployment of open, effective, and interoperable 5.9 GHz DSRC technologies.

 

“Ed dedicated his life to the toll industry.  He was a leader and innovator. Ed helped the E-470 Public Highway Authority become one of the first toll agencies in the country make the transition to all-electronic toll collection. Participating in the work of IBTTA was one of the things he loved most.  He went out with his boots on,” said Frank McCartney, executive director of the Delaware River Joint Toll Bridge Commission.  Mr. McCartney is a board member and second vice president of IBTTA.
