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Findings – A potential for:

• Time savings for thru truckers (51- 80 minutes)

• 17-24% reduction in congested lane miles in GP lane s

Selected Data:

• In 2004, 819,000,000 truck tons of goods moved thro ugh 
the region.

• 940,000,000 truck tons projected by 2010

• Between 2004-2010, there will be nearly 9 million truckloads    
of commodities moving through the region.

• Translating to nearly 4,200 truckloads daily

• Final Plan Completion – May 2007
